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One hour each week is all Ben got to spend with his buddy. But 
one hour each week meant a world of change for one special 
Hope House child. 

As soon as Ben pulls into the parking 
lot, you could hear the excitement in 
Marlon’s voice — “Mr. Ben is here! My 
Buddy is here! I’m going to go play with 
my Buddy!” Ben spent the better part of 
a year with Marlon, and the changes seen 
in his personality are astounding. 

The Buddy-Up program was started about one year ago to 
provide our children with one-on-one attention and love with 
a person they could interact with every week. Over time, the 
bond between these buddies would help Marlon stay positive 
and confident in the classroom and make sure that a smile was 
always on his face. You see, the deck is somewhat stacked against 
Marlon. Not only is he HIV positive, but he also has a physical 
disability that impairs him when running and playing with the 
other children. “His legs don’t always work right because of 
complications from his illness, but that doesn’t stop him. He 
sometimes falls down, but he picks himself up and keeps smiling.” 
The teachers noticed how much Marlon enjoyed playing on the 
playground, particularly on the basketball goal. And when he 
was able to spend time doing that, his confidence grew and he 
participated more in class.

This is where Ben has been able to make a huge difference that 
has had an impact not only for Marlon, but also for the teachers 
as well. Prior to working with Ben, Marlon was always unable 
to keep up with his friends, so having time to play how he really 
wanted wasn’t possible. “It was really hard to see this precious 
child have so much trouble. He wanted to keep up with the other 
children so bad. Ben has changed all of that for Marlon,” says 
preschool teacher Cheryl Hill. Thanks to Ben and all of his work, 
Marlon’s confidence continues to grow.

On the surface, Ben and Marlon couldn’t be more different, but 
their bond in the Buddy-Up program has made them a model 
for the importance of mentoring for our children and their 
performance in the classroom. Ben is a local businessman who

wanted to find a way to give back to the community in addition 
to his other nonprofit associations. He first came to Hope House 
when he had heard about it from someone else. Ben wanted to 
further his relationship with Hope House by participating in the 
Buddy-Up program.

He understood the importance of a strong male role model and 
wanted to fill that role with one of the Hope House children. 

Since then, this inseparable pair has covered every square inch of 
the playground in the play cars and played more than their fair 
share of basketball. Marlon’s smile says it all: he’s thrilled to have 
Ben as his Buddy and can’t wait until they get to see each other 
again. Once Marlon graduated in May, he decided that he’d take 
Ben home with him. He taped a picture of Ben to his bike and 
spent the summer riding through the neighborhood saying, “Hey, 
ya’ll. This is my Buddy.” For Ben, the true gift is what he received 
from participating in the program and seeing Marlon grow and 
mature. “Working with Marlon was the experience of a lifetime. I 
was truly blessed to spend so much time with him.”

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Honey Bees are Busy, and Mrs. Gayle Couldn’t BEE Happier

Every morning, Gayle makes sure her room, or the “Bee Hive” 
as she calls it, is ready for the busy day ahead with toys and 
activities. She knows that her Honey Bees are on their way, and 
once they get to Hope House, there’s no slowing them down. 
From birth to age 3, a child’s brain is more active than in any 
other time in their lives, so it’s important that Gayle has plenty 
for them to do every day. Understanding this, Hope House 
is working with our youngest children to ensure that they are 
learning as much as possible to fill their little minds. 

And as anyone who stops by can tell you, 
these Busy Bees don’t slow down until 
it’s time to take a nap!

As she has for years, Gayle continues to show that she has a 
special gift for helping our infants grow. Just recently, one little 
Bee has started taking his first steps. They’re certainly shaky, 
but he definitely has Mrs. Gayle preparing to run in circles to 
catch him. As if this wasn’t enough, the other Bee is crawling 
around and starting to pull herself up on anything she can get 
her hands on. Both of these bees are growing up so fast. They’re 
starting to sit up at the table, eat lunch with their other Hope 
House friends, and participate in circle time at only 13 months 
old. “Babbling” has turned into mimicking the syllable sounds 
of two and three-word sentences.  They’re also developing fine 
motor skills by doing a variety of activities from playing with toys 
to doing art projects. Mrs. Gayle also wanted to make sure her 

little Bees were being taught at home — she’s started a “Read-At-
Home” program to promote language development. 

Needless to say, two infants can be a handful, especially when 
they’re learning so much in the Bee Hive. All of this activity is 
made even more remarkable when you find out that one of our 
Bees has been diagnosed with Down’s syndrome. When she first 
came to Hope House, there was concern that we might not be 
able to work with her to make sure that she got the specialized 
care that she needed. Remarkably, this precious little Bee is 
showing little signs of developmental delays because of the 
individualized attention Gayle has been able to give her. In the 
last year, we’ve worked with 3 therapists, and this Bee has hit all 
of her developmental goals. “Being a witness and a helping hand 
to a child’s first steps, first words, and first accomplishments is 
the greatest reward,” Gayle says of her work in the Bee Hive. “I 
just love watching them develop their little personalities and 
ways of doing things. The changes I see are the truly a gift from 
working with the children.”

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Bethany Burress understands why her foot is covered in spilled 
milk. In fact, she even knew it was about to happen as those little 
hands almost got the cereal bowl to the garbage can. But what’s just 
happened isn’t something that’s going to ruin her day — it was a 
learning experience, and she knows that’s what her Little Ladybugs 
need. Bethany teaches the Hope House toddlers, and the time she 
spends with them is very important in making sure they transition 
to the preschool class with all the experience they can get. Because 
of work, our Little Ladybugs are growing up so fast and learning 
everything from becoming amateur orators (by learning to use 
their words more) to working towards being the next Van Gogh in 
art class. And their progress is something to be proud of.

In just a few weeks, the newest addition to the Toddler class 
has already made a big impact on his friends. He’s made the 
adjustment to all of the “big kid” activities, in particular story 
time. “He’s really getting to know all of his new friends, and 
they’ve taken to him very quickly. We just love having him in the 
group,” Bethany says. 

This type of socialization is one of the 
main areas that Bethany focuses on, 
making sure that the children learn how 
to interact with each other so they can 
be successful in the classroom when they 
move to preschool and beyond.

Speech development has also been a focus for Bethany, working 
with one Bug in particular to help him put small groups of words 
together and associate objects and people with specific words — 
a skill that will be critical for later language development. Her 
hope is that he will soon move from “Bye Bye” and “Mama” to 
stringing together words to form short sentences. This is a major 
step in learning how to read. For example, another of Bethany’s 
Ladybugs is already pointing out objects in books thanks to the 
hard work that Bethany has put in to help him with his language 
development. “He really enjoys books,” she said, “and the library 
system we’ve set up in the classroom encourages reading at home, 
too. So, they’re all getting tons of exposure to language, which is 
so important at this age.”

T0 help parents with the at-home reading process, Bethany 
redesigned her library system in such a way that the parents know 
what things they should be expecting from their children in each 
book. Calling it “new and improved”, Bethany’s system uses note 
cards at the front of each book with questions, concepts, and 
pointers for the parents to use when reading with the children. 
Even though she only has a few hours each day with her children, 
she’s working hard to make sure that education is transferring to 
the home. It’s no secret that children perform better in school 
when the parents are involved — a belief that Hope House 
strongly supports. Thanks to the work of Bethany, our toddlers 
are preparing for success as they get older. “It’s great to see the 
changes in the children. They become so much more curious 
and want to explore everything around them. I love having the 
opportunity to work with them and help them grow.”

Little Toddlers Make Big Steps With Teacher’s Dedication
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“�I really do love coming to these sessions. Everyone 
helps soothe the pain in my heart. Hope House has 
made a huge difference in how I live my life.”
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Every week, they come to Hope House with fear, anxiety, and stress. And every 
week, they leave with comfort, reassurance, and hope. For the clients attending 
Hope House’s Support Group Program, the meetings are more than an opportunity 
to visit with friends. These weekly sessions are an opportunity to receive love 
from someone who understands and offer encouragement to someone who needs 
the confidence to face a world that can, at times, be very scary. But thanks to a 
comforting environment that encourages peer support, Hope House is giving 
our clients the opportunity to learn from each other and provide the words of 
encouragement they all want and need.

Hope House started its support groups thanks to a grant 
from the Shelby County government, and Director of Social 
Services Maria Randall never dreamed it would become so big 
so quickly. Unlike other programs at Hope House, the support 
groups were opened up to other clients impacted by HIV, and 
the results speak for themselves. To handle the workload, Hope 
House hired Sarah Dill to facilitate the meetings and chart 
client progress. And Sarah will tell you, the program is working.

The support groups provide a valuable service to Hope House 
clients that they cannot generally find from their doctor: 
psychological support. Research suggests that clients with poor 
social support have trouble maintaining a regular medication 
regimen, one of the most important factors in living a healthy 
life for an individual suffering from HIV/AIDS. Effective 
suppression of HIV/AIDS requires a strict adherence to 
medication, and our social support gives clients encouragement 
and structure to help make smart choices for their health. 

Our clients have found the support groups to be especially 
satisfying, and they continue to tell us. One client said, “This is 
the first group where I feel I can really share something without 
it being gossiped later. That makes me feel safe here.” Word of 
Hope House’s unique support environment has spread, and the 
program has grown from 2 participants in the first meeting to 
14 attending on a weekly basis. Sarah surveys the clients at each 
meeting and notes that every participant is making progress 
based on different measurement tools.

Support Groups Offer Clients Opportunity to Learn From Peers

One of the major challenges that our clients have to face is 
accepting the disease, learning to live with it, and disclosing it 
to friends and family members. Sarah has seen many cases of 
clients overcoming this obstacle, but one client in particular 
has shown remarkable progress through the support groups. 
When she first arrived at Hope House, she was shy and slow to 
open up to the group. After several weeks, she opened up with 
the group and shared that she was having trouble accepting 
her diagnosis. With the help and support of her fellow group 
members, she finally acknowledged her situation and found the 
strength to tell her family and her significant other.

For Hope House, these support groups are another way in which 
we’re offering our clients hope. For our clients, this program 
offers a place of comfort and peace. As one client has said, “I 
really do love coming to these sessions. Everyone helps soothe the 
pain in my heart. Hope House has made a huge difference in how 
I live my life.” 
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Food. Shelter. Clothing. We’ve always 
been taught that these were the basic 
essentials for survival. However, with 
unemployment and the cost of rental 
housing on the rise while personal 
income is declining, finding adequate 
and safe shelter has become more and 
more of a challenge for our clients. 

According to the Tennessee Housing Development Agency, 60% 
of the families who rent in Shelby County have to pay more than 
30% of their monthly income toward housing costs, putting a 
considerable strain on their family’s budget and taking away from 
the funds to provide other necessary items. 

Hope House is trying to fight this problem head-on with its 
Tenant Based Rental Assistance (TBRA) program. Administered 
by Social Services Manager Rebecca Bump, the program seeks to 

ease the burden of finding affordable housing by offering rental 
vouchers for qualifying clients that cover a portion of the rent. 
The goal is to help our clients find safe housing that is decent, 
affordable, and helps improve their overall quality of life and 
access to medical treatment and supportive services. 

Before entering the program, families face a variety of day-to-day 
challenges that make it difficult to find adequate housing. Clients 
face discrimination because of their HIV status, crime-ridden 
neighborhoods, crowded living spaces, unsanitary living conditions, 
and the inability to access the medical treatment they need. Linda 
talks about her experience in the program as one that has been 
extremely helpful, and she’s experiences so many positive changes. 
Her memories of life before the TBRA program highlight the 
importance of this service to our clients. “I was a single mother with 
five children making minimum wage at a gas station. It was hard 
enough to just provide the basics for my family. The air conditioner 
was stolen multiple times from my apartment complex, and I had 
several instances of my car being broken into.” On top of that, 
the apartment managers refused to acknowledge and fix the black 
mold problem in her apartment. Linda’s determination to get this 
problem solved resulted in the complex being closed because of the 
health and safety hazards that all of the tenants faced.

After a stay in the hospital from issues with the mold, Linda 
decided it was time to make a change and look for some help. 
Hope House referred her to the TBRA program and, since that 
time, she’s made a remarkable turnaround. She found a place to 
live, and Rebecca helped her find beds for her children’s room, 
pictures for the walls, and other household items to turn her new 
house into a home. “My new place was so spacious and quiet,” 
Linda says. “I think the kids were happier here than I was when 
we moved in.” Because of the intense work that Rebecca did and 
the Linda’s own hard work, she was able to find a full-time job, 
pay off her old utility bills, and maintain adequate medical care 
for her HIV. She’s also applied for Habitat for Humanity and 
raised her credit score so that she can own her home one day 
in the future. “I wouldn’t be here without Hope House. This 
program has made such a difference in my life!”

You would also have trouble imagining 
navigating a year of your life without health insurance and 
budgeting for groceries for your family while you make about 
$10,000 per year. And you probably can’t imagine doing all of 
this while working nights, weekends, and any other time in order 
to make a Hope House a better nonprofit to serve the Memphis 
community. Thanks to the Americorps VISTA Program, we are 
fortunate enough to have two such special individuals willing to 
give up a year to help manage volunteers, write grants, and plan 
special events.

Andrew Crimmins and Jocelyn Woods recently came to Hope 
House for the final year of our VISTA program meant to increase 
our ability to raise funds and recruit volunteers to help us carry 
out our mission. In a short time, they’ve made their mark on Hope 
House and our supporters, and for that, we’re grateful. Andrew 
and Jocelyn bring different experiences and perspectives to Hope 
House, making them highly valuable to the staff and our clients.

Originally from Florida, Andrew attended college at Trevecca 
Nazarene University in Nashville to pursue his degree in 
theology. It was there that he got his first taste of recruiting, 
organizing, and creating projects for volunteers and found 
that he truly had a love for digging his heels in to combat the 
challenges in his community. His life was transformed when 
he met a homeless man whose son had died of AIDS, and this 
experience made him determined to make a change in the world 
around him. Now on break from earning his Masters in Divinity 

from Vanderbilt, Andrew is doing his second tour of duty as a 
VISTA, his first being a volunteer coordinator for a homeless 
shelter in Nashville. Here at Hope House, Andrew is continuing 
his life’s passion for community outreach as the Volunteer 
Coordinator. He is instrumental in organizing the Buddy-Up 
Program, special events workforce, and working tirelessly to help 
volunteer groups of all sizes serve at Hope House.

Jocelyn Woods is a native Memphian, volunteering has always 
been a part of her life. Growing up in the church, she has always 
wanted to serve her community in any way she was called. As the 
married mother of two, Jocelyn balances her home life with the 
demands of being a Development Assistant at Hope House in 
her role as VISTA. Her degree in mass communications from 
MTSU is helpful, as researching and writing grants is one of the 
major projects on her plate. When asked about her favorite thing 
about her job at Hope House, Jocelyn quickly will answer “The 
Celebrity Reading Room.” Jocelyn enjoys bringing community 
leaders to Hope House to show them what we do and let them 
read to our wonderful children.
